ACTS AND AGREEMENTS SECRETARY
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Reinstallation of the Assembly, 13:25 hrs. --- Recess 22:46 hrs.
AGREEMENTS:
1. It is ratified that the Ulises Ruiz Ortiz way out is not negotiable or renounceable.
2. It is agreed to convoke massively to all our colleague and participate in the 9th popular and teachers MEGA-MARCH the next February 3, 2007, at 10:00 from the airport to the “Plaza de la Danza” (Dancing Square) protesting against the tyrannous Ulises Ruiz Ortiz, against the breach of the contract of the Federal Government, against the offensive of the union “charros” (turncoats/bosses) and for the release of the political prisoners.
3. It is agreed that the members of the union define the political aspects of the Section relief (new elections) through a consultation with our members based on a unique orientation document presented by the Political Commission considering the different possible political sceneries.
4. The reports presented by the Technical Secretary of the CAPP** and Finances Secretary are approved. 
5. It is ratified to support the agreement to recuperate, through the existent resources, the damage to the building of the Section 22, the damage to the union delegations during the failed dislodgment on June 14, 2006; it is also ratified that   a project will be presented the next assembly explaining how the 5 million pesos will be delivered to the relatives of “the fallen” during the struggle. 
6. It is ratified to support “Radio Plantón” with an indemnification in order to reactivate its frequency at 92.1 FM.
7. The federal government must fulfill the agreements in the three rough drafts; if not, the right to protest and demonstrate will be reserved by the Teachers Union.
8. The CEN (National Executive Committee) of the SNTE (National Union of Education Workers) is summoned to convoke the “MEETING” for a Section Congress and it is also summoned to cancel the illegal “authorization” of the CCL (Central Council of Struggle); if not, the right to protest and demonstrate on a national level against the “charrismo” *** (union turncoats) will be reserved by the movement.

9. It is agreed to convoke to carry new elections out of CEPOS and CEDES-22, (there will be some changes in this agenda); it is also agreed to present the State Workshops of Alternative Education of the Section 22.  
10. It is agreed to urge the Support and Assistance Staff to enrol at ENSFO
       (Federal Superior Teachers School of the State of Oaxaca).

11. The next assembly will be meeting on Saturday17, February 2007, at Oaxaca City.

12. It is accorded to reinforce the National Stand ( “Plantón” )  across from  the Senate House in Mexico City, sending 2 members of the union for each delegation and  one member for each labour group*.
TASKS:

1. To publish a writing in the newspaper taking a position about the Federal Government breach, the immediate   release of the political prisoners and to protest against the illegal Struggle Central Council (CCL).
2. To assist at the 4th National Dialogue on February 3, 4 and 5 at SME (Electrician Mexican Union) Sport Club in Mexico City, D. F. sending ANR (Representative National Assembly) delegates, political area members of the CES (Sectional Executive Committee) and the 40 APPO counsellors with their own autonomy. 
3. It is necessary to plan a State Assembly in which an evaluation of our struggle will be carried out.
4. It is necessary to solve the problems presented in the different education levels with the presence of the Political Commission.
PRONOUNCEMENTS:
           
Section 22 agreed to be:
· For the unconditional and immediate release of all political prisoners.
· Against the teacher Arely López Espinoza’s attitude, Supervisor of the School Zone, Number 2 at the Special Education Level, as she openly declared herself as an active member of the illegal CCL- Section 59, and because of her irregular supervising management provoking an absence of teachers in different schools.
· For the fulfilling of the rough drafts signed by IEEPO (Oaxaca State Institute of Public Education)   functionaries and parents on January 28, 2007, in order to solve the problems of the Primary School “Ricardo Flores Magón” located in “Colonia del Maestro”, Huajuapan de León City, Oaxaca.
· Against the servile, intolerant and repressive attitude of the engineer Luis Diaz Pantoja, Municipal President of San Pedro Totolopam who compromised himself to grant all the community schools to the CCL members.
· Against the attitude of the Municipal President of “Villa de Mitla” who seized the community schools with an excessive violence.
* Labour group: a delegation is formed with 40 union members or more. A labour group is formed with less than 40.

· Against the PRI (Institutional Revolutionary Party) authorities and its unconditional members who are responsible for the physical and psychological damage endured by those teachers who are defending their own schools.
· For the immediate   solution of the problem at E.S.T. Nº 1. (Technical Secondary School).
· Against the Felipe Calderon neoliberal politics which threaten the “basic food basket” of the most marginalized regions of the country. 
· For the immediate payment of the indemnification for the relatives of the people who  died during the highway accident in Huautla de Jimenez provoked by the use of very old buses called “ coffins” which belong to the bus line FLETES Y PASAJES.
· Against the state government repression and hostility toward the teacher Maria del Carmen Vazquez López and for the immediate release of her salary retained by the Director of the Judicial Services from the IEEPO. 
· For a total support to the members of STEUABJO (Education Workers Union of the   Benito Juarez Autonomous University of the State of Oaxaca) who right now are demanding a just revision of their salary contract.
